1. Install the Front Cross Bar. 

NOTE:  Be careful during installation to 

prevent scratching of the roof rails and the 

vehicle roof.   Cover the vehicle roof with a 

blanket. 

(a) The front cross bar has a “FRONT” sticker 

located on the center of the bar (Fig. 1-1). 

 

 

 

 

(b) If necessary, use a 13mm socket & ratchet to 

loosen the clamp (Fig. 1-2).  Open the clamp 

to 2-1/4” to minimize the potential of 

scratching the side rails (Fig. 1-3). 

(c) Determine the correct cross bar orientation 

by locating “FORWARD” molded on the 

surface of the supports (See Fig. 1-2).

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(d) Align the pins of the driver side clamp/ 

support sub-assembly with the second set of 

roof rail mounting holes from the front of the 

vehicle (Fig. 1-4). 

(e) Align the pins of the passenger side 

clamp/support sub-assembly with the 

opposite roof rail mounting holes.  The 

clamp/support sub-assembly may require 

adjustment inward or outward for a snug fit. 

NOTE:  Ensure the pads located underneath 

the supports are flush to the rail for proper 

assembly. 

(f) While holding the clamp with the pins 

aligned into the rail holes, use a torque 

wrench (traditional or supplied) to torque 

each main attaching screw to 8 N•m (71 

in•lbf).  If using the supplied wrench, apply 

force until the needle is in the center of the 

flag window (Fig. 1-4).

(g) Re-torque each main attaching screw a 

second time in the same order as Step 1(f).

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(h) Assemble the cover onto the support. 

(1) Align the ball and socket joint and apply 

a slight force until the cover snaps into 

place. 

(2) Slide the top of the cover around the bar. 

(i) Neatly open the bag & use the supplied key 

to turn the lock 90° to the locked position 

(Fig. 1-5). 

 

2. Install the Rear Cross Bar. 

(a) Determine the correct cross bar orientation 

by locating “FORWARD” molded on the 

surface of the supports. 

(b) If necessary, use a 13mm socket & ratchet to 

loosen the clamp.  Open the clamp to 2-1/4” 

to minimize the potential of scratching the 

side rails. 

(c) Align the pins of the driver side clamp/ 

support sub-assembly with the last set of roof 

rail mounting holes from the front of vehicle 

(Fig. 2-1). 

(d) Align the pins of the passenger side 

clamp/support sub-assembly with the 

opposite roof rail mounting holes.  The 

clamp/support sub-assembly may require 

adjustment inward or outward for a snug fit. 

NOTE:  Ensure the pads located underneath 

the supports are flush to the rail for proper 

assembly.

3. Install the Load Labels. 

(a) Remove the load labels from the hardware 

package. 

(b) Remove one of the load labels from the 

protective backing. 

(c) Orient the label so that the text is legible. 

(d) Place the label on the right hand side roof 

rail, 253mm from the rear crossbar’s front 

mounting location hole (Fig. 3-1). 

(e) Properly wet-out the adhesive by applying 

force from one end of the load label to the 

opposite end of the load label.

(f) Remove the second load label from the 

protective backing. 

 

(g) Orient the label so that the text is legible. 

(h) Place the label on the left hand side roof rail, 

253mm from the rear crossbar’s front 

mounting location hole. 

(i) Properly wet-out the adhesive by applying 

force from one end of the load label to the 

opposite end of the load label. 

 

4. Finish the Installation. 

(a) Place the cross bar installation instructions, 

torque wrench and key inside the bag. 

(b) Place the bag with contents into vehicle’s
